ENG SAFE OPERATING AND CARE INSTRUCTIONS FOE H [

RULES AND CONDITIONS FOR SAFE OPERATION

1. The use of furniture products released into circulation must be carried
out according to the intended purpose of the furniture product indicated in the
marking, assembly instructions, operation and maintenance instructions, taking
into account permissible limit loads: seat - 100 kg, headboard - 25 kg, armrest -
20 kg, one sleeping place of a bed or sofa bed - 100 kg .Furniture must not be
subjected to abnormal loads. It is not recommended to stand with your feet on
the product or sit on the headboard or the sides of the furniture.

2. Furniture products which supplied disassembled must be assembled in
accordance with the manufacture's assembly instructions.

. Water and other liquids must be prevented from entering furniture
elements which are in contact with the floor.

4. While installing furniture products in the immediate vicinity of heating
and heating devices, the surfaces of furniture products must be protected from
heating. The heating temperature of furniture elements must not exceed +40°C.

5. Do not put hot objects on the surface of the product without special
support.

FURNITURE CARE INSTRUCTIONS

1. It is recommended to operate the furniture in rooms with an air
temperature of at least +2°C, and a relative humidity of 45-70%. The conditions
of extreme humidity or dryness in the room should not be maintained for an
extended period of time, much less allow their periodic replacement.

2. Do not expose the elements of the product to direct sunlight for a long
time, do not allow the ingress of chemically active substances on the external and
internal surfaces of the furniture.

The product must be installed on flat surfaces.

4. Fastener assemblies of detachable connections must be screw tightly. It
is necessary to check the reliability of the screw connections at least once a year,
and if the fastening hardware is loosened, tighten screws and other connections.

5. Avoid jerking and skewing when folding transformable elements.
Lubricate the mechanisms and looped joints with machine oil to avoid the
occurrence of a creak. Do not keep the hinged mechanisms providing fixation of
movable elements open without necessity.

The product must be protected from mechanical damages (impacts and
scratches). Do not draw sharp (cutting) objects on the surface of furniture, do not
hit the surface of furniture with heavy hard objects.

7. In order to keep bedding containers longer, it is not recommended to
overload them with heavy items.

In order to prevent the occurence of all sorts of mechanical damage, it is
not allowed to move the product by dragging.

9. Remove dust from the surface with soft cloths (flannel, calico). In the
case of stubborn dirt, use a special furniture cleaner suitable for the type of
coating.

D%) not use household cleaners that are not intended for furniture care.
Products made of genuine leather need to be lubricated (fattened) infrequently,
two or even once a year, so that the front layer of the skin does not lose its
elasticity and does not crack. To do this, use sponges impregnated with stearic
grease. To remove dusty deposits and dirt from the surface of the skin, use an
ordinary flannel cloth, slightly moistened with plain water. Wine stains,
markers are removed with weak soap solution, followed by treatment with stearic
sponge. Various organic fatty spots are not terrible for the skin, as they
eventually pass through the entire thickness of the skin. If vegetable or animal fat
comes into contact with your skin, simply wipe the stain with a dry cloth. Do not
use water or cleaning solvents - the stain will soon be absorbed and become
invisible. If liquid comes in contact with your skin, never wait for it to dry on its
own, blot off excess moisture immediately with a dry cloth or sponge. Do not
iron or wash leather furniture covers. Do not use solvents, alcohol, acetone,
washing powder. You must use skin cream for cleaning.

MANUFACTURER'S WARRANTY

All furniture products are covered under warranty for 18 months provided
that operations rules for use are followed.

The disadvantages (defects) of furniture are not:

- a specific smell of the furniture materials, within two points. A slightly
pronounced smell may persist for some time after opening the package and
assembling the product. To speed up the weathering process, it is reccommended
to vacuum the furniture surface and ventilate the room;

- residual deformations of soft elements within 10%;

- deviation from overall dimensions within 20mm;

- differences in the softness of the back, inset and folding elements "at the
legs" and / or "at the headboard" from the softness of the central element when
forming a "sleeping place";

- the presence of noise in the form of a squeak and clicks in the
transformation mechanisms;

- wrinkles on the facing material of soft elements that appear after the
removal of loads and disappear after smoothing by hand, as well as the
appearance of folds on the cover, since the cover is not facing material;

- folds, gathers, tightening on the facing material, due to the artistic decision,
as well as folds on the sidewalls and headboards cushions;

- small hair cracks ("cracking effect"), abrasions of the furniture covering
made of genuine leather, arising from the operation of furniture;

- the presence of pilles lints on the fabric, which are a characteristic feature
of this fabric;

- not sharply expressed curvatures of finishing lines and seams on the
upholstery material, determined by the method of external examination of the
elements as a whole;

- the presence of features in furniture elements due to the stylistic idea of
the manufacturer of initial materials, in particular: texture elements and shades of
solid wood, natural veneer and materials imitating them.
